Regulations of 2013, provisions under the IMCC Act, 1970, relevant regulations made
thereunder and as per approval of the Hon’ble MoS (IC), Ministry of AYUSH for the UG/PG
course(s) for grant of conditional permission for the academic session 2016-17 vide
Ministry’s letters No.R.11011/01/2016-EP (IM-1) dated 12.08.2016 & 31.08.2016 (available
on Ministry's website <indianmedicine.nic.in>); permission of the Central Government is
hereby granted to the President, Om Social & Welfare Trust, Bhagwantpuram, Kankhal,
